A NEW SYSTEM OF &
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EDUCATION IS REQUIRED="

India had its own system of
‘education, called ‘gurukula
system’. The teacher was called
‘guru’ and the student was called
sishya Tnteraction between the
‘gurw’> and the sishya too was
maintained  There found good
discipline also. Oral and aural
‘teaching and learning were there.
Sanskrit, one of the classical
languages of India was used as the
medium of instruction. Scripture,
Grammar, Astronomy, Medicine,
Logic and Philosophy were the
_subjects, taught to the students.
One of the modern powerful
weapons to punish the students
known as the ‘internal assessment’
was not prevalent. However there
were no public centres forlearning
as they are found at present.

Subsequently while the western
traders became the rulers of India,
they started several schools for
learning. Everything in relation
to education had been framed
and practiced by them. This made
the Indian system of education
unpopular. There found a rapid
increase of enrollment of students
in their educational institutions -It
Was in those days the introduction

of several systems found-suitable.
It is rather surprising that even
after the departure of the Britishers
we follow the old outdaleat
methods and systems in education
and even criticise the western
systems of education. We forget
that we are the administrators
of the present days and we have
the sole right to replace the old
system.

Now a days there exists
cutthroat competition between
candidates who seek admissions
and appointments. They do not
think about their competency. It
is because of favouritism and
political involvement meritorious
as well as worthy persons are not
allowed to be in the appropriate
places and render their services.

Maladministration and
frandence find their places in
several of the universities. Personal

- completed their courses of studies
were called ‘vaks’, Kaushitahi
 Brahmana -reveals that a lady
_ known as Patyavasthi obtained
~_the title ‘vak’. ‘Upanayana’ was
~ the first stage of education. They
. evencomposed verses and exposed

their educational skills In addi-
tion they acted as umpairs in
discussions of educational con-
ferences, They also learnt the
art of fighting. Pitanjali mentions
that the women spear bearcrs of
those days were called ‘Saktikis’.
Arthasastra of Kautilya mentions
that in thepalace of Chandragupta
Maurya women were cmyloyed
as armed bodyguards.

In the matter of marriage,
they had absolute freedom to
select their own life-partner.
Although marriage was looked
ipon as a religious and social
duty it was not forcibly thrust
on the women. The ladies had
the right to select their own life-
partners. It was called ‘suyamvara’.
It was a boon to the females but
not to the males. They had the
right to live in the houses of
their parents as unmarried and
grew up in the house of parents
was called ‘Amajur’. Love
marriages also were there Such
type of marriages were called
‘gandharva vivaka’. Aftermarriage
a woman was considered as the,
mistress of her home and she used
to take part in all religious
ceremonies with her husband.

Education was found essential
to participate inreligious sacrifices.



They composed hymns. There
were twentywomen who composed
the hymns of the Rig Veda. lhe
women who were specialised in
pronouncing the ‘mantras’ were
called ‘montradr kas'  The Rig
Veda mentions that two ladies,
pamely Ghosha and Lopamudra
were familiar in uttering ‘mantras’.
Satapatha Brahmana says that in
religtous ccremonies, singing the
‘mantras” was performed only by
the women They wrote ‘sastras’
100 In addition they were
specialised in Fhilosophy. These
women were called ‘Brahm-
avadinis’. Morcover the Hindu
gods, goddesses and the males of
the Brahmin caste who performed
religious  ceremonial
were much pleased with the ladies
of the temples and the latter were
called ‘devadhasis’ or ‘devara-
diyals’, meaning ‘servants of god’

Added to-these, the presence
of wife beside her husband was
deemed to be necessary for all
ceremonial ‘performances Sata-
patha Brahmana says that when
the husband was about to ascend
the sacrificial altar, he used to
address his wife as thus. ‘Come
wife, let us ascend to heavens’
and the wife answered, “Yes, let
us ascend”, Rig Veda says that
Brihaspati ‘left’ his wife and went
for performing penance but the
gods explained to him that it was
improper. It was because of the

However after the
decline of the rulers of the
Mauryan dynasty, there came a
revivalinHinduism. But revivalists
such as Sankaracharya and others
were aganst the spread of women
education in Hindu society.
Therefore, the Hindu women lost
their equal ecducational opport-
unity which existed in the early
ages They were not permitted to
take ‘upanayana’, Further they
were infringed from their right to
participate in religious ceremonial
functions. It was because of

Their position

that sdevadhasis’ Of
failed to keep up
their chastity. And also there
was a custom that the newly
wedded couple were expected to
go to the temple before they
started their marricd life and get
blessings from the god or godg!eSS-
In the temple, they had to dcdlca_tq
i-cmselves before the Namboodiri
who used to perform the cus-
tomary  religious ceremonial
functions of the temple He was
considered as ‘Boomi devan’.
The newly married lady was
allowed to stay for a while with
ths Namboodiri. The initiation
and comm:nczment of the married
life by the Nambooditi  was
considered as sacred. Therefore
such type of Hindu religious
custom made the lady servants
of god to loose their status ani
respectand finally the ‘devadhasis’
or ‘devaradiyars’ were misinter-
preted and at present these
terms are colloqually used to
denote the prostitute ladies.
Therefore Manu says, sacrifice
by a woman displeases gods. If
she did “agnihotra’ sacrifice to
gods she would sink into hzll ™

The parents feared very much
about the chastity of their girls
They came forward to give their
daughters in marriage even before
the latter attained puberty. There-
fore early marriages as well as




child marriages became common.
In addition freedom of choice,
in marriages was not given to the
ladies.  ‘Suyamvara’  became
unpopular  Women were not
allowed to inherit properties too.
The parents also expected that
their girls had to present them-
selves for acceptance before the
boys, arranged by their parents.
The parents of the bride velun-
tarly gave money and materials
instead of permitting the ladics
to inherit the former's propertics
Baudhayana deelares “females are
devoid of powers and incompetent
to inherit” Money and Materials
were given in order to protect
their daughters. Thus the ‘dowri’
system emerged In course of time
voluntary presentation changed
to a certair extend but the bride
groom or the parents of the
bridegroom used to demand ‘dowri’
for marriaging a lady. However it
should be understood that if the
bride and the bridegroom loved
each other before their marriage
or if the match was suitable in all
aspects or if the marriage was
arranged both by the bride as well
as the bridegroom, without the
prior approval of their parents,
‘dowri’ became vogue as it is
modern days. Therefore the
parents were responsible for the
prevalence and existence of‘dowri’
system. Further several of the
parents didn’t come forward
to give an equal share of their

In short the status of women
deteriorated during the middle
ages. Severe criticisms and. illtreat-
ments were made. While des=
cribing about the women Maha.-
bharatha says, “the female is
paturally a tempiress and a lurer
Moreover she is not endowed with
strength of will enough to resist
temptation. Further women even
when they are of good family-
beautiful and married do no:
hesitate to transgfess morals
At the first opportunity they leave
a wealthy and good looking
husbands to share adulterous bed
with other men.....Men desirous
of adulerous sex have only to
approach them with just a few
words of flattery and they
immediately get infatuated by
them..” Manu says, “by nature
women seduce men in this world.
They are able to lead astray
not only the ignorant, but even

“Further he says, “nomen
constantly suck the blood of men
like fexches that every woman
whom man considers his beloved
robs him of his manhood through
sexual indulgence and of his mind,
his wealth and all his pessessions.
Hence is there any quarter robber
than a woman? “Siva Purana says,
“women ramain chaste only as
long as they are in a deserted
place and do not get the chanc:
to be acquianted with any man’.

In another context, while explain-

ing about the weakness of women,
Manu says, “a woman must
not be allowed to do anything
independently even in her own
home™. And also he says, “In
childhood, a woman must be
subjected to her father, in youth
to her husband and when her lord
is dead, to her sons. A woman
must never be independent”.

However steps to improve the
status of women have been taken
in the twentieth century. The
women of the present days have
equal status. They recaptured
their position that they held in
the Vedic period.
