A good teacher must love children,
Love and affection alone can reinforce
classzoom communication, Teacher should
give the student the freedom and
opportunity to express his own ideas, By
calling the students by name, giving them
an affectionate smile encouraging pat; the
timely flllip etc. can make the teacher
students relations healthy. The good
teacher is a friend, comrade and guide
not a policeman. He must try to under-
stand the Student’s interest, then only he
can catch their attention. '

Teacher should be an apt model for
his students, The impact that a good
teacher makes the personality of the pupil
is very significant. The influence of good
personalities continue to inspire pupils
cven when they are grown up. The teacher
should have good character. He must be
consious that his movements and expressions
arc obscrved by his students,

The good teacher plans his teaching
carefully. He is a master in the art of
developing the habit of thought. He must
try to develop the habit of creative
thinking. He can motivate the students
and enlighten them, The teachers should
not laugh at the students’ idea or
conclusions even if they are wrong. He
has to give only encouraging remarks.

The teacher must always try to under-
stand and fuml .he psycno.ogical needs
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of cach student. The teachers should not
have differential expectations to different
pupils.  In some cascs strong  positive
expectations have led teachers to act in
such a way as to enhance the self -coneept
and selt-esteem of the childrey concerned
and thus lead to an improvement iy
academic performance.  Other children
for whom the teachers do not haye strong
positive expectations may also lead to
low self-esteem or sclt=derogation. A
good teacher must have the needed raw
materials  of personality.  Where jt is
lacking students have been [ed astray
though unknowing.

Teaching should not be g one-way
traffic. But a Co-operative endeavour
involved by the Studenis as well as
teachers. A good teacher is not to
dictate or direct the students but walk
along with them, on the track of learning,
The task of teaching can never accomplish
its objectives if a teacher doesnot try and

secure active participation of students.
The success of a teacher lies in motivating
children to learning,

All these poinis to the reality that
good teachers are both born and made.
But unfortunately one of the scrious
causes of our generation is, we have very
few pecople who really longed to be
teachers.  What makes many a teacher is
neither promise nor performance but
opportunity or lack of it. Consequently
we have more ‘‘fallen doctors’”, “‘fallen
Engineers’’, and ““fallen I. A. S. dreamers’’
who have found teaching as a ‘last resort’.
It shows that one who is unable to become
anything higher or better than a teacher
becomes a teacher. Actually the type of
teachers the Society waunts are people
equipped with high intellectual flair,
relentless persuassion optimistic humane
out look, committed sense of duty and
consdience of responsibility.
