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A TRIBUTE TO SHAKESPEARE

We may ask at this stage what the
reasons are for Shakespeare’s continual
appeal and popularity, not only in Engl-
end but sll over the English speaking
world. Why his play’s written three and
a half centuries sgo, still placed before
modern students as a supreme model of
dramatic art ?

The reason is that, in comedy and
tragedy alike, Shakespeare has the quality

of universality. His characters are so
much Nature herself that it is a sort of

injury to call them by so distant a name
as copies of her. The power of our pass-
tons was never possessed in a more cmi-
nent degree or displayed in so different
instances. How astonishing is it again,
that the passions directly opposite like -
laughter and spleen - are no less at his
