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AIDS-ITS CAUSES AND PREVENTION

One disease. one fight, hundrads of govarnmant’'s and thousands of
dedicated professionals-that is the story ot AIDS today. No other epidemics
such as the bubonic plague cholera or small pox were reported to be as
savere and non chalant as AIDS.

AIDS is referred to as the “Modern plague, the first pandemic of the
second half of the century-"" It is also referred to as the “Silent killer” which
shows how the disease has affected the mankind.

AIDS is the chilling acronym for ""Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrom.”’
Aids was first discovered in the year 1981 and a dispute is still going on
between America and France regarding the discovery of this disease- AIDS is an
infectious disease caused by a retrovirus named as Human Immuno Deficiency
Virus (HIV) because the disease is characterised by a defect in the natural
immunity against disease- Usually symptoms include tiredness, fever, loss of
appetite and weight, diarrohea, night sweats and swollen glands in the
armpits, groin, neck etc. The time between the infection of the HIV Virus
and the onset of symptoms may range from about 6 months to 5 years
or more-

But it is still more sad to know that most of the AIDS infected persons
die nct because of AIDS but because of any other illness. Even the slightest
cold or fever may be fatal to on AIDS infected person which shows how
alarming is the nature of this di,ease.

At present it is estimated that about Il million people all over the world
are suffering from AIDS today and about 35300 people had been killed because
of the disease.

As mentioned before AIDS is caused by a retrovirus which infects the
immune system of tie body. AIDS virus enters the victim’s body largely through
such common place, inavitable desliberate human acts as th? act of sex,
injection by a needle and transfusion of blood. The virus can be transmitted
by sexual contact either hetero sexual or homo sexual involving transfer of
body fluids such as semen, blood etc and by sharing intravenous drug needles.
Babies born to AIDS infected mothers can also be affected by the virus.
Students have also shown that sexually promiswous men who have many
partners have the higher risk of contracting AIDS than those with fewer-
Fartners.

Although no vaccine has been discovered yet individuals can reduce
their risks of Gontracting AIDS by following existing recommendation,

Communities can help prevent AIDS by vigorous efferts to educate and inform
their population about the illness.

Because of the massive effort of educating the
prcmiscuity is expected to be on the decline, the use of
is expected to be Widespread and the use of infected needles by intravenous
drug sddicts is expected to fall dramatically. A these would go a long
way towards controlling the spread of the disease. Mean while, the effort
to produce vaccines and drugs against AIDS continues.
