Students arc not prepared to take down notes lLecturing or dictating notes
does not TFulfill the appetite of the students. But the best answer is a good teacher,

To bea good teacher one have to be some thing of an outer, willing to assume
the roles of a friend, philosopher and guide. The A,B,C of a good teacher can be
broadly classified into accessibility, brilliance, communicative skills and devotion to duty.

Lectures will not enlighten the studsnts, they oaly
reveal that the person is not sure of what he wants tosay. The.teacher should deliver

the goods in such a manner that it resembles the gradual blossoming of a bud during the
first rays of the sun.

Creating the proper atmosphere in the class is ths next thing a teacher should

attempt at. A good teacher should not distance himself from his students, he should
not create a sense of fear among his students,

A succesful teacher should always encourage his wards to come of out with

their doubts. Periodical assessments in the form of tests help the teacher to know
how far he had been understood.

Updating knowledge in their areas is another point to be concentrated upon by
every teacher. A good teacher in the course of his lecture should give a list of reference
books to his students., The voice of the teacher should neither be a whisper nor minatory.

A teacher of psychology may help them in finding new approaches to solving
problems. A teacher of mathematics mayv write a few steps of a problem on the board
and ask his pupilsto complete 1it, A teacherof 'science may help them in the application
of existing devices to innovative use or in making new devices. A teacher of computer
science may teach them to use a computer imaginatively or show how it can be used
in real life situations. A language teacher may guide them in writing poems, short
storics, novels and articles,
