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The Sangam age in South India is a landmark in Indian History. The woy

‘Sangam’ means a group of persons or an association. The Tamil 'Scngor.n' vy
an academy of poets. ‘Sangam’ flourished in three different periods and in differey,
places under the patronage of the Pandyan kings. The seat of the first ‘Sangan
was the then Madurai. The seat of the second ‘Sangam’ was Kabadeepuram, Th,

seat of the third ‘Sangam’ was the present Madurai.

AGE OF THE SANGAM :

The cge of the sangam is the age to which the ‘Sangan literature belonged
it is difficult fo give an exact peiod in which the ‘Sangam’ flourished. The historie
of South India agree that the ‘Sangam’ age was the peiod of few centurie
immediately preceding or succeeding the Christian era.

The Sangam society was an advanced and civilised society. Commercic
prosperity, fine arts and education reached at the apex level during this peiod. Th
‘Kural’ stressses the absolute necessity of education. It also points out the danger

of illiteracy.

In ancient tima school was called ‘Palli’, The teacher was called
‘Kanakkayar’. The teacher was also called “asiriyar’, ‘osar’ and ‘uvattiyar’. The

teacher was given great respect,

JTEACHING AND LEARNING ;

The pattern of education in Tamiloham was not meary reading ond
understanding books but listening to leared persons. The teacher was seated on
a small ‘dias” or a wooden seot called ‘manai’. The pupils or disciples stood in
rows before him and listened to him respectfully. This was the usual way of teaching
and learning.

WRITING MATERIALS :

The students wirote on dried plain leaf bits. These leaves were called ‘Olai”.
The bundle of these leaves was called “suvadi”, A thick iron needle was used as
pen. It was attached to a wooden handle, It was called “eluttani”,

STUDENTS :

The students began their education in their young oge. They were the
personal disciples of the teacher, The teacher was paid either in cash or in kind by
the students. The students were called ‘Manaker’. The ’Sangom’ students studied
Tolkappiam, Kakaippadinium and Astronomy. The fine arts like music, dance, droma,
painting, architecture and sculpture were specialised by artists.

The society of the sangam age was advanced and civilised. During the
peiod education was given fo the entire community. The ‘Sangam’ poets came
from all walks of life. ‘Sangam’ women took active participation in education,.

The 2 st century has been acknowledged as the period of knowledge explosion.
The UNESCO International Commission on Education has therefore discovered four
pillars as the main stem for future education: Learning to know, Learning to do,
Leaming to be and Learning to live together, Therefore, during the Century of learners,
teachers have to demonstrate excellent performance in their field of action to achieve
professional status,

The status of teaching as a profession, has developed only in recent years and
there is still some evidence that the teaching has not achieved universal recognition as
a mature profession. And in this regard some still consider it as an occupation or trade
and which nceds only a good general education. According to them, it is less
professional oricnted when compared to law, medicine, engineering or pharmacy.

However, there arc good evidences to show that teaching has become a
profession. Then, what is a profession? and how does teaching satisfy the criteria of a
profession? -

Charateristics of a profession :

There are several marks and lists of characteristics for a profession and some
of the important criteria of a profession are :

1. A profession involves activities essentially
intellectual in nature ;
