The more and more such vibrations accumulated the power to influence
the mind increases. This is why people prefer to go to places where more devo-‘wees
assemble and pray rather than to some small places of worship where the vibrations
accumulated may be less. When we are agitated and tired, by visiting places of
worships we feel calm, rejuvenated and spiritually uplifted. This is why we should
visit places of worship.

The word “Namaste” could be just a casual or formal greetings or
cultural convention. However there is much more significance to it than what it
apparently seems . The word NA- MA means “NOT MINE”.

Everything we see around ond use are not ours. Iis the gift of God to us.
This realisation can reduce the ego in ones mind. Reducing the ego in the presence
of another helps each other to meet within their minds. When the minds meet
each other, then the enemity vanishes and people begin to love each other.

We often apply Chandam, Kumkum or bhasma on our fore head as @
mark of devotion. The ‘Thilak” so applied covers the spot between the eye brows
which is the seat of memory and thinking. The ‘Thilok” is generally applied after
moring bath with the prayers ‘May | the righteous is why deeds'. The ‘Thilak’ as

on the forehead reminds us thoughout the day about our prayers whenever we
tend to forget the same.

The entire human body especially the subtle spot between the eye brows
emanales energy in the form of Electromagnetic waves. This is why worry generates
heat and causes headache. The “Thilok” applied on the forehead cools the part
ond prevents energy loss.The “Bhasma” has medicinal value and is used in
many ayurvedic medicines. It absorbs external moisture from the body and prevents
cold and headache. Usudlly the bhasma is applied on the joints of shouldas ,
arms , lips and chest.

Thus the rituals and traditions we follow have scientific and maral support.
They have already withstood the test of time and are being followed from the

vedic period. They are above caste, creed and religion. They lead us to prosperity
and better way of life.
