Leonhard Paul Euler was born on 15" April 1707 in Basel to Paul Eul'et and My,
guerite Brucker. In 1926 he completed his Ph.D. dissertation on the propogation of S0upg
with the title ‘Desono’. He married Katharina Gsell on 7* January 1784,

He suffered from near-fatal fever and lost his sight in right eye. In 1766, he log his
sight in left eye also. But he did not loss his self-confidence. Many of the contributjy,
was done only after 1766. On September 18, 1783 he passed away.

Euler worked in almost all areas of mathematics. Some important contribution are.
-introduced the concept of a function and was the first to write f(x) to denote the
functon f applied to the application x.

- introduced the letter ‘e’ for the base of the natural logarithm.
-introduced the Greek letter ‘z’ for Summation.

- solve the famous Basel problem in 1735.

-Defined the exponential function to the trigonometric function. ie) e'*=Cos0+ Sin
e? 1s known as Euler’s Formula.

-introduced a famous constant “y’ in 1735 and later is known as Euler’s Constant.

-created the theory of hypergeometric series, g-series, hyperbolic trigonometric func
tions and the analytic theory of continued fractions.

-developed the prime number theorem

-in 1736, he was credited with the famous ‘seven bridges of konigsberg’ problem.

-introduced beta and gamma functions.

A statement attributed to pierresimum Laplace expresses Euler’s influence on math

ematics as “Read Euler, read Euler, he is the master of us all”. The asteroid 2002 Eule
was named in his honour.

Euler was true polymath, and his deep mark on mathematics is evidenced today b.

The undesirable change in the environment caused by plasac 1s called plasac
pollution.

Plastic means mouldable. Plastic is a synthetic resinous substance. It becomes
soft on heatng. It can be moulded into ah_v shape. Many plastic are polymers of
simple units. Hence they have poly in their names. Eg. Polyethene commonly called as
polythene; it is made up of many units of ethene: Polyster, Polystyrene, Polypropy-
lene, etc. It 1s made from synthetc resins like, ethylene, acrylic, cello Phane, Calluloid,
formica and nylon. They also become soft on héating. )

Polythene bags are made from ethylene. Water bortles are made from poly ethvl-
ene terephathalate (PET) PVC Pipes are made from poly Vinyl Chlodde (PVT). Most
pastics are made from chemicals found jn fossil oil; a few come from coal, natral gas
and wood.

Nature of Plastic:
Plastic are cheap. They*do nort rot like wood.

They do not rust like iron. They are light in weight. They can be made into any
shape or colour. They do not conduct electricity. Some plastcs are transparent. They
can be drawn ints fibres,

Plastdcs are of two types, namely thermoplastics and thermosets. Thermoplasdcs

can be remelted and moulded again and again. Eg. Buckerts, jugs etc Theromosets are
hard and they cannot be remelted and remoulded. Eg: Polyster.

Effects of Plastic pollution:-

Plastics are polular because of its durability. It is very cheap. We use and throw it
tecklessly. This leads to the accumuladon of tremendous quantty of waste in the
environment.

High energy ultra violet rays are needed to break down plasdc. The following are

the ill-effects.

% When plastics are burned, they release toxic fumes containing fluoro - carbons.
They induce carcinoma.

% When plastics are buried, they block the natural supply of air and water to the soil.
This affects plant life.

* When plant life is affected, a chain of life is affected and also land slide occur

It is based on the assumption that when young people are able to rise above emotional
jmpasses atising from daily conflicts, entangled relationships and peer pressure, they are less likely
to resort to anti social or high risk behaviors. Behavior does not always follow the mind. This is
when incidents of ‘Tknow but I cannot help it‘ occur, Being an adolescent has never been easy. India
tops the world in teen suicides as exam stress and depression becomes key factors, but other urban
pressures are also talking a heavy toll. Is growing up more trying than ever?

Life skills enable children to translate knowledge, attitudes and values into actual abilities. Life
skills training is an efficacious tool for empowering the youth to act responsibly, take initiative and
take control. Life skills have been defined as “the abilities for adaptive and positive behaviour that
enable individuals to deal effectively with the demands and challenges of everyday life”. Life Skills
include psychosocial competencies and interpersonal skills that help people make informed decisions,
solve problems, think critically and creatively, communicate effectively, build healthy relationships,
empathize with others, and managing their lives in a healthy and productive manner.

The Ten core Life Skills as laid down by WHO are:

1 Self-awareness 2. Empathy

3 Crtical making 4. Creative thinking

5 Decision making 6 . Problem Solving

7 Effectivecommunication 8. Interpersonal relationship
9 Coping with stress 10. Coping with emotion

Self-awareness includes recognition of “self”, our character, our strengths and weaknesses,

desires and dislikes. Developing self-awareness can help us to recognize when we ate stressed or
feelunder pressure. Itis often a prerequisite to effective communication and interpersonal relations,

as well as for developing empathy with othets.

Empathy is the ability to imagine what life is like for another person. Without empathy, our
communication with others will amount to one —way traffic. Empathy can help us to accept others,
who may be very different from ourselves. Empathy can also help to encourage nurturing behaviour

towards people in need of care and assistance.

Critical thinking is an ability to analyze information and experiences in an objective manner.
Critical thinking can contribute to health by helping us to recognize and access the factors that
influence attitudes and behaviout, such as values, peer pressure and the media.

Creative thinking is a novel way of seeing or doing things that is characteristic of four
components — fluency (generating new ideas), flexibility (shifting perspective easily), otiginality

(COnceiving of something new), and elaboration (building on other ideas).

On an average 40% of the Indian adolescents
are not in school, those in school are under severe stress due to very competitive system of evaluation
and work load. Due to this motivation to stay in the schools in very low especially in the rural areas.

A child spends
the best part of the day at school. The teachet’s personality has its maximum influence on the child.

With the high demands on schools today it is also noticed how a school meets the needs of 2
child and parents are partners in this process.

The mannet in which schools ate run suggests that education is perceived as preparation
for work. Parents reinforce this notion by emphasizing marks, often at the cost of a child’s well
being.

\ The actual word “Sunday” is derived from the German word “Sonntag”. The old English wo
“Sunnandaeg” which changed over time to become our current word “Sunday”.

Ifsun is honoured on Sunday, it follows that Moon should be given a place of prominence on Monday. The word
Monday is derived via the ancient Anglo-Saxon/Germanic tongue from the word for Moon, “Monandaeg”.
