problems.

The remains from the in taken food to the digestive system is the primary waste of the
human body. This is removed as excretion through the anus. For the effective management of

this operation, one should have an idea about the digestive system and foods it can handle.

Even for bending a finger, energy is required. This energy is made available there
through a chemical reaction-oxydisation taking place there. For this fuel from the digestive
system and oxygen from the respiratory system, have to be brought there by blood. This
reaction produces other than energy, some by products also. This again is waste. It is re-
moved from there to the cleaning departments by blood. The urinary system of the cleaning
section expels the waste as urine and the skin flows out certain impurities as perspiration and
the gaseous impurities like carbon-dioxide gets driven out by the lungs. Any other foreign
particle entering the system and entering into area where the blood circulation is minimal are
also wastes to be removed. Such wastes are' collected by the sticky mucus or phlegm and is
expelled through the nose or the mouth. It can be noticed that for all these waste disposal

procedures water is the main source. Hence adequate amount of water in take is essential for
health maintenance. '

No deliberate awareness is needed for the waste management op-
erations of the human body. But at the same time knowledge about it and

proper supplementation of essential commodities for these operations is
not to be forgotten. '
